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place. If adjustment is required, loosen the screw and move the bar
until it is perpendicular to the striker arm. Tighten the screw.

Inspect the Striker; this section of the striker arm also needs to be
straight. In order to adjust the striker, the striker arm assembly must be
removed from the solenoid body (see the Solenoid Repair Kit and
Procedure, Technical Service Bulletin #21).

1. Locate the two 2mm Allen screws and loosen.
2. Adjust the striker so that it is perpendicular to the striker arm 

assembly. Hold the striker in place and tighten the Allen screws 
(see Figure 5).

3. Assemble the solenoid as per the solenoid repair procedure 
instruction.

Remember when installing the solenoid unit back on the lathe, that it
is adjusted properly. The screws vs. the slotted holes in the bracket
MUST be in the same position. I suggest starting where the screws are
in the middle of the slotted holes. Hold the bracket in place and 
tighten the screws. It is not necessary to over-tighten the screws — you
will distort the bracket holes. Firm pressure is good enough.
